Scripture: 1 Corinthians 15

I. It Gives Significance To Your Personal Life

A. Some studies reveal that one of the biggest personal problems many of us have is a feeling of
insignificance.

B. It says that you and I matter to God.

1 Corinthians 15:1-4 Now, brothers, I want to remind you of the gospel I preached to you, which you received and on
which you have taken your stand. *By this gospel you are saved, if you hold firmly to the word I preached to you.
Otherwise, you have believed in vain. *For what I received I passed on to you as of first importance: that Christ died
for our sins according to the Scriptures, *that he was buried, that he was raised on the third day according to the

Scriptures... (NIV)
C. The point is that Jesus died and rose again for you.

II. It Gives Meaning To Your Present Life

A. There is within every soul a thirst for happiness and meaning.

B. Many people, unfortunately have never found purpose for their lives.

1 Corinthians 15:5-8 ...and that he appeared to Peter, and then to the Twelve. °After that, he appeared to more than five
hundred of the brothers at the same time, most of whom are still living, though some have fallen asleep. "Then he
appeared to James, then to all the apostles, *and last of all he appeared to me also, as to one abnormally born. (NIV)

III. It Gives Hope To Your Future Life

A. Many people have no hope beyond death.

1 Corinthians 15:20-22 But Christ has indeed been raised from the dead, the firstfruits of those who have fallen
asleep. *' For since death came through a man, the resurrection of the dead comes also through a man. 22 For as in

Adam all die, so in Christ all will be made alive. (NIV)
B. Death is the doorway to life for believers.

IV. It Gives Victory To A Defeated Life

1 Corinthians 15:54-57 When the perishable has been clothed with the imperishable, and the mortal with immortality, then the
saying that is written will come true: “Death has been swallowed up in victory.” > “Where, O death, is your victory? Where,
O death, is your sting?” *°The sting of death is sin, and the power of sin is the law. °’But thanks be to God! He gives us the

victory through our Lord Jesus Christ. (NIV)
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
